	Course description: 

	The goal of these elective seminar courses is to introduce interested BA students to the practice of various fields of linguistics without presupposing more than a knowledge of the basics at this stage. Students not only begin to acquire the elements of higher-level linguistic anaysis and argumentation but gain hands-on experience by doing their own analyses and presenting their own results.  The topics of the courses vary from term to term, they generally include some of the following: historical linguistics, phonology, phonetics, morphology, syntax, semantics, psycholinguistics, computational linguitics. The seminar may also accompany the elective lecture course of the same term.
