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Aims:

The overall purpose of this course is to introduce students to the practice of EFL teaching and learning, focusing on classroom management, activity planning and classroom observation. Also, attention will be given to the development of the four skills: speaking, listening, reading and writing. More specifically, the course aims at (1) identifying, analysing and comparing the language skills, sub-skills and strategies needed by learners to develop their competence in EFL; (2) identifying problems experienced by learners with regard to developing specific language skills ; and (3) relating methodological choices in language skills teaching to learners’ characteristics and context.
