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Teaching English for Specific Purposes 2
BONAT00200
Course Description: This is the second of a set of two courses focusing on teaching English for Specific Purposes (ESP). As such, it builds on knowledge and experience students already have in ELT and ESP, and further investigates this particular area of Language Pedagogy widening students’ knowledge and understanding of issues in ESP. The course explores key concepts and developments in areas of Applied Linguistics that are relevant in ESP.  A specific focus will be given to ESP texts and their analysis for pedagogical purposes as well as to intercultural communication competences. Also, students will be given the opportunity to try their hands on planning and teaching lessons in a variety of ESP situations. 
Aims:
1. to familiarize students with concepts in applied linguistics in relation to specific uses of English,
2. to raise students’ awareness and understanding of issues as to the language aspects and skills focus in ESP,
3. to enhance students’ critical thinking and evaluation skills in relation to the above topics,
4. to provide students with practice opportunities to develop ESP materials and activities 
5. to provide students with peer-teaching opportunities in ESP situations
Requirements:

Students are expected to 
1.  read the assigned literature
2. participate actively in discussions
3. develop a plan for a 40 minute ESP lesson in co-operation with peers
4. develop materials for the activities in your ESP lesson
5. based on Requirements 3 and 4 above, jointly implement a 40 minute peer teaching session in class and then critically reflect on it
6. finalize and submit your Needs-Based Course Design document including a revised version of your Needs Analysis Report
Students will be assessed on the basis of class attendance and activity, fulfilment of classroom tasks and home assignments. Please note:  missing the deadline of your home assignment will negatively affect your grade.
