	Course description: 

	Learning material: the learning material necessary for producing a scholarly essay, whose basic components are as follows: the application of analyzing methods in writing, developing aspects of analysis independently, building up supported and logical argumentation; the criteria of writing an academic essay, including structure and formal requirements; learning at least one citation style (MLA suggested) and applying it in compiling a bibliography in citing sources within a text; getting acquainted with other citation styles; methods of note taking, effective method of organizing information, research methods; quoting strategies and methods, paraphrasing, avoiding plagiarism; special paragraphs.

The basic requirement of the course is to produce one scholarly essay with the instructor’s control and correction of each phase (selection of topic, creating thesis, writing an outline, writing a bibliography, writing a first version with bibliography and references, writing a final version based on the corrected version of the first draft).

Competencies involved and developed: the course develops writing skills via the technique of argumentative essay writing, laying special emphasis on the following competencies: ability to use English language in writing at an advanced level, ability to apply the basic research methods and other methods of acquiring information related to English studies.
