
	Course Title: Elective lecture on Anglo-American literature 
	Credits: 3

	Course description: 

	The course aims at complementing the general literary, the close reading as well as the historical-cultural lectures, on the one hand through adding an interdisciplinary focus to literary studies. Lectures on the relations of theatre and literature, film and literature, the digital media and literature, visual culture and literature provide students with a broader context on literary works. Furthermore they aid them with a wider lookout for possible BA thesis topics. Students are thus provided an introduction to interdisciplinary literary analysis. On the other hand the lectures wish to fill in the gaps left by the general and close reading classes, thus giving students a more thorough understanding of literature. 

The subject encloses various courses. The examples below would like to give a taste of the possibilities. 

· From the quartos to youtube: Shakespeare through the ages and the media 

The lectures discuss the cult of Shakespeare, as well as the changes of the Shakespearean text through the various media, providing a textual and a cultural overview of what Shakespeare means and has meant in various ages. 

· English Novels on the Page and on Film
The lectures discuss some of the major English novels of the literary canon alongside their film adaptations, thus introducing students to the basics of film adaptation theories and film analyses. 

· Concepts of ethics and evil in twentieth century literature 

 The lectures focus on how ethics and the concept of evil is represented in various twentieth-century American literary pieces. The lecture addresses the questions how the theological concepts can turn aesthetic, and whether aesthetic and ethical values can contradict one another? 


	

	Due to the diversity of topics within this course, readings will be determined by the individual topic of the respective course. However, an overall background to the courses can be provided through general volumes on the connections of literature and the visual and performing arts.
