Aims and content:
The course aims at enhancing students’ general language skills in English in order to (1) help them maintain their already obtained proficiency in the language, (2) provide an opportunity to further develop their skills offering a focus on language pedagogy as well, and (3) focus their awareness on their own language learning with particular attention to autonomous learning. In order to achieve these aims, students will be given opportunities to engage in both oral and written communication tasks focusing within several domains of General English.
Compulsory reading:

Jones, Leo (2002): New progress to proficiency. Cambridge: Cambridge University Press.

Assessment:

You will be assessed on the basis of the course requirements. You will write a total number of 6 language tests. Obtaining fail marks on 3 or more of these tests will result in fail grade at the end of the course.

Missed classes: You may not miss more than 4 lessons (2x2) during the course. 
Specific course requirements (Csilla Sárdi):

1. To present in detail a topic relevant to TEFL, offer insights and lead a group discussion inviting students to give their own opinions as well. Time limit: 20 minutes.
2. To prepare and present a glossary of 10 terms and collocations relevant to the topic. Deadline: the date of your presentation.
3. To write up a review on your topic based on the literature and the results of the group discussion. Attach your glossary as an appendix. World limit: 700-1000 words (excluding the glossary) Deadline: 1 week after the presentation.
4. To participate actively in the seminars and prepare your homework.
Please note that missing the deadline will affect your grade.
