· try out activities/techniques through peer teaching and reflect on your experiences
· practice classroom English in action 

· observe others’ performance and give feedback

· discuss relevant issues of ELT methodologies and approaches

· team teach a lesson in a secondary school 

Objectives:

· to allow you to simulate the real teaching situation in a supportive atmosphere
· to provide an opportunity for you to (1) get used to being observed and (2) have your teaching evaluated and constructively criticized
· to encourage development of criteria for self-evaluation and self-awareness
· to provide you with exposure to real learners, their learning problems and factors which influence their learning
· to develop your sense of responsibility for your students 

Criteria of assessment:

· class participation/contribution to lessons 

· effort put into peer and team teaching

· quality of written assignments (activities, lesson plans for team teaching, materials and visual aids used, reflections on your own teaching, lesson observation notes). All assignments are graded on a 4-point scale (3 = very good, 2 = good, 1 = acceptable, 0 = fails to achieve task).
