	Course description: 

	The 1st year End Term Complex Language Examination consists of a written and oral part. Its level roughly corresponds to that of the Cambridge Advanced English Exam (in between Council of Europe level B2+ and C1).

The written part consists of 2 parts:

      1     Use of English (vocabulary and grammar) and Reading Comprehension

The components of the test: (1) Context vocabulary multiple choice test, (2) Cloze test,

(3) Error correction (text), (4) Word formation, (5) Sentence transformation (with given beginning and ending of the sentence), (6) Multiple Choice Test based on grammar and vocabulary, (7) Reading Comprehension (multiple choice).

      2     Composition

The students choose one of the 2-3 given themes which belong to the same genre (formal letter, informal letter, narrative essay, or review)

The oral exam is conducted in pairs where the marking of speech and comprehension are assessed by the following criteria: (1) communicative competence, (2) thematic relevance
(3) vocabulary, (4) language usage/spoken grammar, (5) pronunciation and intonation.

Its parts:

     1   Talking about a theme on the basis of pictures (each candidate has a one-minute turn), then reacting to and commenting on the partner’s speech.

     2    Summarising a short English language article in the target language 

3 Communicative problem solving exercise with the exam partner
