
	Course Title: History of English Literature from the Restoration to the end of the 19th century 
	Credits: 3

	Type of course: lecture and hours per week/semester: 2/30

	Course description: 

	This lecture course surveys the most important texts, authors, and tendencies in the literary history of England between the Stuart Restoration and the end of the nineteenth century. Students get acquainted with the history of English neo-classicism from the Age of Dryden, through the Age of Pope and Swift, to the Age of Johnson; they learn about the eighteenth century formation and nineteenth century flourishing of the novel genre; and are informed about the forerunners of English Romanticism, as well as about the greatest achievements of Romantic and Victorian poetry.

The course teaches such knowledge as is indispensable for a well-informed but not necessarily scholarly reading of the literary texts discussed, and encourages students to form their own opinions about these texts. Besides, it also prepares students for the more scholarly approach of the courses in the MA program.
