	Course description: 

	The main aim of the course is to make students be prepared for the language competence exam at the end of the third year. In the course students have the opportunity to do a lot of practice in mainly the written components of the exam (Use of English, Reading comprehension and Summary writing, Opinion essays). 

1. Students become familiar with the different types of exercises of the Use of English test (sentence transformation, cloze tests, blank filling, multiple choice tests). 

2. They have a chance of reading texts, answering comprehension questions, as well as summarizing texts according to some given points.

3. They revise the rules of how to write an opinion essay and further practise them.

The teacher corrects the homework in a detailed way and discusses the main problems which most often arise in them.
