	Course description: 

	The first half of the lecture course surveys the structure of phrases formed by the different types of lexical categories (nominal, verbal, adjectival and prepositional phrases), while the second part looks into how the subcategorization properties of predicates affect the structure of the clause, discusses in detail the structure of passive, raising, interrogative constructions and relative clauses, and gives a syntactic account of the constraints and regularities they are determined by. Emphasis is laid on introducing the logical structure of the system of grammar.
