	Course description: 

	The aim of the course is to provide students with the most essential communicative skills and vocabulary they need to use in legal contexts, and to discuss topics related to the law. 

In the first semester, students get acquainted with the structure and characteristic features of the Anglo-Saxon legal system, paying attention to significant differences between British, American and European (Hungarian and EU) institutions. At the same time, they also practise basic legal vocabulary which will enable them to understand and interpret various law-related documents. Whenever necessary, the relevant Hungarian vocabulary is also compared and contrasted with the English usage.
