	Course description: 

	The aim of the course is, on the one hand, to expand students’ academic vocabulary, and on the other, to develop their writing skill from the structural, linguistic and stylistic points of view, as a preparation for their thesis. We will practise on, and analyse, several shorter and one longer academic texts of theirs, practise text length and text style modification, develop their critical reading, translate an academic text from English to Hungarian, and work on citation and referencing.

Students are required to attend classes and be active, prepare class and home assignments and learn the vocabulary. Their work will be assessed on the basis of class activity, vocabulary quizzes and the home assignments.
