	Course description: 

	This course has two broad aims: to enhance students’  verbal communication techniques and arouse their interest in and prepare ground for their future English teacher training programme. The topics covered relate directly to the linguistic needs of those who are already at an advanced language level in English, preparing for the in-house language proficiency examination and more importantly, for real life language competences.  They are as follows: a) language for confident, flexible discussions  b) language for presentations, including PowerPoint c) forming an argument and debating an issue, voicing opinions coherently.  The teaching aspects of the activities will be discussed. Upon successful completion of the course, students  should become more competent communicators and leave a lasting impression. They should also have a better understanding of teaching English as a foreign language.
