
	Course Title: Modern English drama performed 1

	Course description: 

	Students prepare for acting by playing simulations and dramatic activities. 

Predominantly, it is the students who choose the play they want to perform: hence this task involves a great deal of close reading on their part. Eventually, they choose a 20th century play, a one-act drama in most of the cases which they will produce next semester.

In the framework of individual research tasks, they discover the play’s language and style, and map its stage- and performance history; they try and identify its 20th century British (or American) cultural background as well.

The course improves communicative competence in English in the first place. Secondly, it broadens students’ familiarity with modern British and American drama and culture. Thirdly, written and research tasks require the practical knowledge of fundamental research methods and techniques.
