	Course description: 

	This course is intended to be a concise introduction to international issues. On the one hand, the course aims to give the students an insight into international issues; on the other hand, it helps them improve their language skills in the field.
Peace and war, nationalism and globalisation, human rights across the world, the new role of states, the European Union, international organizations, diplomacy: these topics encompass many of the most profound political and moral issues which human beings face.

This course enables students to study and reflect on contemporary events, analyse specific international and political problems critically and competently.

Active participation is encouraged with students being expected to contribute their own ideas and experiences to the class throughout the course. Students are also expected to make use other sources outside the seminars. The student readings, discussion questions, and inquiry suggestions focus on the need to critically interpret the contemporary issues.
