	Course description: 

	The aim of the lecture course is to acquaint students with the literary period extending from the Caedmon’s “Hymn” to John Milton’s Paradise Lost. The aim is, however, not to present this period with utmost scholarly rigour but only to call attention to the most important works and notions that enable students to read these works in learned but not necessarily scholarly ways. Furthermore, another aim is to prepare students for the MA course where they should be able to understand the presentation of the period with scholarly and theoretical rigour.
