
	Course Title: Survey literary seminar 2: from the Restoration to the end of the 19th century

	Course description: 

	This seminar course aims at substantiating the information learned at the lecture by analysing and discussing texts selected from the history of English literature between 1660 and 1900. Each genre is represented by three or four texts which are examined not so much with scholarly rigour as with a freer and more inclusive but still well-informed and careful readerly attitude. The course thus helps develop students’ reading strategies, encourages individual study, and strengthens students’ skill in expressing their opinion both in speech and writing.
