	Course description: 

	The course acquaints students with the essentials of the history of English, i.e. the close and more distant relatives of English, including the basic features of Proto-Indo-European and Proto-Germanic, as well as an outline of Old, Middle, and Early Modern English. Students will also get to know the basic concepts and methods of historical linguistics. Students are also expected to be able to analyze some simple data (such as the recognition of texts dating from various historical periods).
