Dr. Csilla Sárdi offers supervision in the following research areas:

1. Second language acquisition (e.g. the role of affective factors such as motivation or attidude; the role of cognitive factors such as language aptitude or language learning strategies; the role of external factors such as the difference between school learning and experience in the target country etc.)

2. Issues in teaching English as a foreign language (EFL) (e.g. course design; EFL teaching methods and techniques; classroom management; evaluation; content and language integrated learning etc.)

3. Language policy (e.g. English as an international language; English as a killer language; the future of English; the relationship between global, official and vernacular languages; trends in using and learning foreign languages in Hungary and Europe, etc.)

4. Intercultural communication (e.g. characteristic features of communication between people belonging to different cultures; stereotypes; culture shock, cultural awareness, etc.)

5. Discourse analysis of specialised texts (e.g. focusing on Tourism, Business, newspaper articles; belonging to different registers; differences between oral and written discourse focusing on the same topic, etc.)
