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Migration in the British World

I invite you to investigate aspects of migration in the British world from the medieval to the modern period. Migration and its discourse have inherently shaped the social processes and identities of the British world. The topic has been at the epicentre of the Anglophone world ever since its existence. The lectures will elaborate on certain themes already familiar from your British civilization and history studies, while they will also seek to revisit these issues from different perspectives. The two lecture blocs will be divided into four sections (i.e. four separate lectures). The attendance of the course is highly encouraged, as the exam is mostly based on the lecture contents. The written assignment to be submitted for the exam is also bound to the attendance of at least one of the four sections.

Exam

The course will be concluded with an exam consisting of (1) the summary of ONE of the four lectures and (2) a written exam.
(1) Summary of the contents of a lecture

You will have to submit a written summary of one of the four lectures in the length of 3 pages. The summary should be a continuously written text, containing the major points and conclusions of the lecture. The format should conform to the requirements of the BA thesis:

(2) Written exam

The lectures will provide you with guidelines to the interpretation and the structuring of the topics and readings.

Assessment

The two requirements will be graded separately. A weighted average will be calculated as follows:
