Motto: 
“To learn something new, one must first notice it. This noticing is an awareness of its existence, obtained and enhanced by paying attention to it. Paying attention is focusing one’s consciousness, or pointing one’s perceptual powers in the right direction, and making mental ‘energy’ available for processing. Processing involves linking something that is perceived in the outside world to structures (patterns of connections) that exist in the mind.”

Course description:
The course will look at the what, how and why of language teaching in a practical way. Participants’ previous language learning (and teaching) experience as well as selected readings will be drawn upon in discussing various teaching issues. The approach is task-based and course members will be asked to plan, try out (peer teach) and reflect upon a variety of classroom activities. Lesson observation is a basic ingredient of the course which intends to draw students’ attention to the constraints and resources of various classroom realities. 

Aims:

The overall aim of the course is to help participants develop into aware, competent and principled professionals.  

Core readings:

Selected readings compiled by Katalin Somogyi-Tóth, available in the library under the title: Readings in Methodology
J. Scrivener (2005): Learning Teaching. Heinemann (second edition!)
Tasks:
In the seminars participants will be asked to 

· take part actively in group discussions, analyse activities 

· adapt, devise and try out tasks 

· build up a materials file (Portfolio) for their own benefit and future use 

· peer teach 

· observe others’ performance and give feedback

· read selected readings and learn methodology terminology
Criteria of assessment:

· regular attendance and active participation in classes (absence acceptable on two occasions only)

· preparation of materials for peer teaching, and the actual teaching performance
· lesson observation 

· portfolio (with the description of all the designated activities, the ‘evaluation of articles’ tasks and your own lesson observation sheet)
